Rents are reasonable: about $1/square foot/month, plus a proportional share of utilities. There is
about 900 square feet of available office space. We are open to reconfiguring the space as needed.

Besides separate office space, organizations residing in the Center may use a small conference
room on the first floor, a larger space for meetings and presentations on the 2nd floor (not cur-
rently accessible to people who can't climb stairs) and a small meeting/work room space on the
ground floor.
